NOTICE OF LEGISLATION

This Court’s September 6, 2025, scheduling order instructed the Legislature to submit to the
Court by October 6, 2025, a proposed “new or alternative redistricting plan that abides by and con-
forms to the redistricting standards, procedures, and requirements” of Proposition 4 specified in the
Court’s order. Doc. 506 at 2. Defendants give notice that today the Utah Legislature passed S.B. 1012,
amending Utah Code {§20A-13-101.1, 20A-13.101.5, and 20A-13-102 and establishing the State’s
2025 Congtressional redistricting plan to be effective as long as the State’s 2021 redistricting plan (en-
acted as HB2004) remains the subject of an injunction and Proposition 4 remains the governing law.”
Governor Cox has signed the 2025 Plan into law.

This Court’s August 25, 2025, order enjoining the 2021 Plan also stated that “the legislature
retains discretion in determining what judicial standards are applicable and they retain discretion to
determine the ‘best available data and scientific and statistical models’ to use in evaluating redistricting
plans for compliance with state and federal law and the Proposition 4 redistricting standards.” Doc.
470 at 29-30 (quoting Utah Code §20A-19-103). Defendants therefore give notice that today the Utah
Legislature passed S.B. 1011,” amending Utah Code §20A-19-103 and determining and defining appli-
cable “judicial standards and the best available data and scientific and statistical methods” for evalu-
ating compliance with state and federal redistricting law, including Proposition 4. Governor Cox has

signed S.B. 1011 into law.
